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When should my child
get shots?

Your child needs a series of
shots starting at 2 months old.

What happens if my child
does not get shots?

Some diseases can make your
child very ill or cause serious
problems like hearing loss, brain
damage, or even death. Getting
shots ON time protects your
child.

Is it okay to wait until
my child starts school
to get shots?

No. If you wait, your child may
get sick.

Will my child get sick from
the shots?

Most children do not get sick
from shots. Some children may:

* Have soreness, redness or
swelling at the shot site.

e Act fussy or sleepy.

e Have a low fever.

What can | do to make
sure my child has the
right shots?

When your child sees the doctor,
ask at every visit if your child
needs shots.

Can shots be given if my
child is a little bit sick?

Yes! Shots can be given even if
your child is a little bit sick, such
as a low fever, cold, diarrhea, or
taking medicine.

Where should | go to get
my child’s shots?

You may go to your child’s
doctor or public health clinics.
